Recorded instructional materials contain all student material in any adopted

program, including workbooks, and teacheaterials that are clearly intended for

student use, such as blackline masters and assessments. Districts order the materials
for each student whose individualized education plan (IEP) or 504 plan requires the
use of audio instructional materials to meet that student’s learning needs. Local
school district are responsible for ensuring this requirement has been met prior to
requisitioning the materials.

TEA seeks to ensure that quality audio instructional materials are delivered to
students with print digbilities at the same time that other students receive their
instructional materials.
